payment of up to $20,000
personal acknowledgement or apology
up to 20 counselling sessions
If you are eligible, you can choose any or all these options.

To be eligible, you need to meet the following criteria:
lived as a child (before the age of 18) in a Victorian institution for at least 6 months (in total) before 1 January 1990
experienced physical, psychological, or emotional abuse or neglect in the Victorian institution.
Please note: If you were placed in a justice facility as a child because you were found guilty of an offence, and you were not a state ward or under any other protective order, Redress may not be able to help you. If you're unsure, please ask us.
Family members cannot apply on behalf of a person who has died.

When you apply, you will need to
tell us what you know about the institutional setting(s) where you experienced abuse/neglect, including the names and approximate dates you lived there.
provide a brief description or examples of the abuse/neglect you experienced (less than 300 words). This might include examples of the abuse and/or neglect you experienced in Victorian institutional settings. You only need to provide enough information to show that you have experienced one type of abuse or neglect, not every instance.
Declare that all information provided in the application is true and correct.
You must also agree to:
let the Department of Families, Fairness and Housing (the department) share your name and date of birth (if known) with other departments, institutions and redress schemes.
let the other institutions share information confirming your time in the institutional setting(s) with the department.
let the other institutions and redress schemes share information with the department about any relevant prior payments you have received.
[bookmark: _Toc212816291]Redress payment
Redress for Historical Institutional Abuse includes a payment of up to $20,000 for eligible people.
Depending on any previous payments the applicant may have received, applicants may receive a Redress payment of:
the full amount
a part payment, or
no payment.
If you have received a prior payment from the following schemes and institutions, the payment may be deducted from the $20,000:
advance redress payments
civil settlements for both sexual and non-sexual abuse that occurred in Victorian institutional settings
payments from other redress schemes that provide redress in relation to abuse and/or neglect in Victorian institutional settings, such as:
Kooyoora Independent Redress Scheme
Melbourne Response
National Redress Scheme
Pathways Victoria
Salvation Army
Towards Healing.
Payments that address different forms of harm will not be deducted. These are:
the Stolen Generations Reparations Package
the Historical Forced Adoptions Redress Scheme.
When you apply, you must declare any payments you have received from other schemes and that the information provided is true and correct. We will check prior payments in different ways, including checking with other organisations. 
If you have received a relevant prior payment of $20,000 or more, you won't be eligible for payment. However, you can still access a personal acknowledgement or apology and up to 20 counselling sessions.

Support to help you apply
It may be difficult to write about your experience. If you need help, you can seek support.
You can ask someone you trust such as a carer, friend or family member to help you.
You can also choose someone to act on your behalf (known as a nominee). The nominee can:
· complete a power of attorney document and make decisions for you
· through a court order, act as a guardian or help to manage your money.

Physical abuse is when someone injures you on purpose. This could be hitting, punching, kicking, burning, shaking, or holding you down so you cannot move.
Psychological or emotional abuse is when someone hurts you with their words or actions so much that it has a lasting impact. This could be ignoring you, threatening you, putting you down, making you feel bad about yourself, or isolation from family.
Neglect is when someone who should be taking care of you does not give you the things you need to be healthy and happy, and this has a lasting impact on you. This could be food, clothes, love, or medical care or access to education.

You will receive an email notification if you submit your application online.
You will receive a confirmation letter if you email or post your application to us.
To progress your application, the department may need to contact you for further information.
If you have any questions or concerns about this, you can contact us by:
· phone on 1800 716 870 between 9 am to 5 pm, Monday to Friday (excluding public holidays).
· email at victorianredress@dffh.vic.gov.au.
If you are eligible for Redress, the department will send you a letter of offer. If you accept the offer and provide your bank details, the department will deposit the Redress money into your account. The department can also help you access counselling, an acknowledgement or an apology if you accept this.
If you are not eligible for Redress, the department will send you a letter outlining the reason for the outcome and the review process.
If you die before the department finishes your application, the department can give the payment to a person you chose (such as a beneficiary).

We collect information from you and your:

We collect personal information such as:
names

your and your beneficiaries’ ages and dates of birth
your and your nominees’ identity documents
your gender
experience in institutions
bank account details
relevant prior payments
Sensitive information could include:
your race
ethnic origin
health
We may also collect personal information about individuals who are alleged to have committed fraud or harmed children. We would collect this information to:
investigate such matters or refer them to other organisations for investigation 
take necessary actions to safeguard children.

We collect your information for the primary purpose of delivering Redress. This includes:
communicating with applicants and their support persons, nominees and beneficiaries
checking the identity of applicants and assessing their eligibility
making Redress payments
giving access to personal acknowledgements or apologies
giving access to counselling
reporting statistical information
managing complaints.
We will collect information for other reasons if required by law.
This may include collecting personal information about you or others that:
is reasonably necessary to investigate or refer for investigation allegations of fraud or harm to children or take necessary actions to safeguard children.
If you apply for Redress you will need to agree to us:
collecting your information
sharing it with others.

We may share your information with:
organisations responsible for institutions, if required to confirm your time spent at an institution.
other Australian government departments and other organisations that offer redress to confirm any prior redress payments they gave you. 
organisations responsible for institutions, and the department’s lawyers. This is to confirm any prior redress or compensation payments made to you.
the department’s lawyers and insurer. This is to confirm Redress payments made to eligible applicants.
police and regulators, such as the Commission for Children and Young People. This is to allow allegations of harm to children or fraud to be investigated.
Others that include but are not limited to child protection and other relevant areas in the department, as required or authorised by law.

If you apply for Redress, we will add a unique identifier to your application. This allows us to manage your application.
We may destroy any information you give us that we have not asked for. This is in line with the Public Records Act 1973 (Vic).
