The Emergency Recovery Support Program helps people and families after a major emergency. 
It can be hard to know what to do next. Recovery support officers can guide you. They can help you with things like:
health and wellbeing services
financial advice and assistance
finding local services 
insurance and legal questions 
registering for government services. 
Support can include advice, referrals, or more involved help if needed. 
A recovery support officer will work with you to understand your needs and link you with the right supports.
